ViFF 2007

Vietnamese American Arts & Letters Association (VAALA) and VietNamese Language & Culture (VNLC) at UCLA proudly present the third edition of
Vietnamese International Film Festival (ViFF), which will occur in Spring 2007.

Following the success of the first two editions, ViFF 2007 continues the biennial tradition of celebrating Vietnamese cinema. ViFF 2007 continues
providing a nurturing environment for the filmmakers. The film festival persists in being a space for communication channels between the filmmakers
and the community. ViFF serves as an educational tool for learning about historical and contemporary issues of Vietnamese and Vietnamese diaspora.

ViFF 2007 will take place at multiple locations, but mainly on the campus of the University of California, Irvine (UCI). The 8-day long film festival will
showcase works by established and emerging filmmakers of Vietnamese heritage from all over the world. ViFF 2007 will present feature-length and short
productions of various categories: narrative, experimental, documentary, animation/graphics. ViFF 2007 will also include seminars,
workshops/symposiums, and Q&A sessions accessible to filmmakers as well as the community.

ViFF 2007 will present different awards to recognize the dedication that the filmmakers have shown to the art of cinema. The awards include: the
Audience Choice Awards given to a Short and a Feature-length production; and the Trong Dong Awards for Best Short Film and Best Feature Film. All
works shown at ViFF 2007, except those that are by invitation, are eligible for these awards.

About the organizers

VAALA (Vietnamese American Arts & Letters Association)
VAALA is a highly active and visible Viethamese-American cultural non-profit organization, founded in 1991 by prominent artists, journalists, and
community activists in Orange County. VAALA brings the arts into the community for the much needed creative exchange and dialogue.

VAALA supports and encourages artists of Vietnamese heritage and promote the vitality of Viethnamese arts. It gives all ethnic communities the
opportunities to view artwork created by Vietnamese artists that illuminate personal and community perspectives. Using art as an educational tool,
VAALA provides a venue for learning about the historical and contemporary issues of the Vietnamese diaspora. VAALA also opens a channel of
communication between the artists and the audience. Through all of its activities, VAALA aims to render a global vision that promotes transnational
exchange through art of and by people of Vietnamese and world culture.

VAALA presents creative, educational, and stimulating programs such as art exhibitions, book fairs, book signings, recitals, film showcases, symposiums,
and the Vietnamese International Film Festival (ViFF). Highlights of recent events include Chopin Competition winner Dang Thai Son Piano Recital
(2001), Little Saigon Book Fair (2001), F.O.B.: A Multi-Art Show (2002), the biennial Cinema Symposium 1, 2, 3, and Vietnamese International Film Festival
(ViFF) 2003 and 2005. The two latter events were co-organized by VietNamese Language and Culture (VNLC).

VNLC (VietNamese Language & Culture)

Founded in 1994 to preserve and promote Vietnamese culture, VNLC has since grown to encompass serving the greater community in our mission
statement. VNLC aims to assist youths in the transition and acculturation into American society while promoting the preservation of Viethamese culture,
language, and experiences in the Vietnamese community. VNLC also motivates students toward the prospects of higher education and provides
intervention for negative behavior in which Vietnamese youths may engage.

To realize our goal of community outreach and sharing the Vietnamese culture, VNLC runs several tutorial and cultural projects. Through the Friday
Vietnamese Tutorial project, college age students are given the opportunity to learn Vietnamese language and explore Vietnamese culture. The
Saturday Vietnamese Tutorial program offers free Vietnamese language classes to children of age five to high school. REACHE (Rendering
Encouragement in Academic Commitment for Higher Education) provides academic tutoring and mentoring to students of low income family.

In addition to the ongoing projects, VNLC has many programs that encourage the celebration and perpetuation of Vietnamese culture. Every year, VNLC
puts together a Tet Festival at UCLA both to observe and share the traditions of Vietnamese New Year. VNLC's quarterly meetings, retreats, and events
are filled with games, songs and performances that combine traditional Vietnam with contemporary America. VNLC provides Vietnamese students with
the opportunity to rediscover their roots and learn more about the many beautiful customs and traditions of their motherland
